Adobe accomplishesiits astounding font assurance discipline in three dternative ways. First,
standard fonts such as Times Roman and Helvetica are built into every PostScript printer and into every
copy of Acrobat. Second, for relatively small documents, subgtitute synthetic fonts are provided to
emulate the gppearance of adivergty of fonts usng built-in panoply of serif and sans serif fonts. This
emulation generaly preserves the spacing, stroke attributes, and alignments to accurately reproduce
documents of varying complexity. Third, for documents of unlimited sze, embedded fonts are provided
for actudly storing the original fonts within the PDF file. Acrobat embeds PostScript and TrueType
fonts such that any resolution and size scaing may be achieved. For particularly large or complicated
documents, Acrobat affords the option to reduce PDF file size and performance by embedding only
the characters invoked in such documents, using font subsets. Acrobat achieves its quintessential
electronic publishing via Didtiller, Exchange, Catalog, Capture, and Reader modules which ship
together. Acrobat Reader isfredy available throughout Cyberspace for downloading and for encoding
PDF files.
